“Why use WebQuests in the classroom? What value do they have for both students and teachers?”

· They are engaging & motivating for the student & the teacher

· Produces a concrete product for both students & teachers to see

· Structured format—good for students & teachers

· Allows for differentiated instruction

· Teaching strategy that will have students engaged in cooperation & collaboration techniques to enhance their learning

· High level of enthusiasm by teachers will motivate students

· Promotes a higher-level of thinking for students

· Promotes the “aha” experience which lies at the heart of transformation of learning

· Develops life skills: technology or specific subjects that focus on the “real world” 

· Automatically promotes literacy (they need to read the pages) 

· Allows students to be creative in forming their own projects

· Learning experience: what’s necessary & what’s not—critical thinking, verification
