Objective:  To explore plot by defining parts of a story through images and words. 

 

DIRECTIONS:
 

· Using your “Parts of Story” brainstorm, you must create a comic book style representation of the Exposition, Rising Action, Climax, Falling Action, and Resolution in your novel. 
 
· You should have at least one full comic page for each part of the story.  You may add additional pages if need be.
 
· You may choose what layout of comic page to use for each part.
 
· All comic pages should be done neatly and in color.  You may use pictures and text however you’d like in order to express the part of your story you are trying to show.
 
· Remember that you don’t need to include EVERY piece of detail from the story… Focus on the bigger, more defining plot elements.
 
· Divide up the workload so that ALL group members are working equally.  Artistic talent is not necessary; knowing the story and putting effort and creativity into the project is all it takes!
