WORTH:  50 POINTS
GOAL:  For this project you will be assuming a religious identity and interacting with others of the same and different religious identities on line.

STEP 1:  Introduction
The first thing you will need to do is introduce yourself on the thread created for that purpose.  In it you should say who you are (your tag name, where you’re from, and how religion has influenced your life – your family life, your public life, your relationships, etc.).

STEP 2:  Ethical Dilemma
Next you will create your own discussion thread (Add Discussion).  This must be an ethical dilemma (problem) someone from your religious background might have.  The criteria for this dilemma is:

1) It must be a big or complex moral problem with which you are grappling.

2) Different religions would respond differently to this problem.

Note:  please attempt to make this a dilemma that is unusual, creative, or unexpected so we have a variety of ethical dilemmas posted.

STEP 3:  Post Responses
You will be required to respond in depth to other’s ethical dilemma posts, either responding to it, commenting on a response or adding to a response.  You can response to both posts from other religions or your own.  You should respond in depth to at least 10 posts.

Note:  all writing should be done on a WORD document so it can be spell and grammar checked.

How you will be graded:

· Through your posts you illustrate a strong understanding of the major beliefs and values of your assigned religion.

· You use the big ideas and important terms of your religion 
· Your responses are thoughtful and creative 
· You complete an Introduction, Ethical Dilemma and 10 additional posts.

· Spelling and grammar problems don’t get in the way of understanding.
